ANIMAL MEMORY GAME

This can be done in 1 class period.

SUBJECT:

Reading

STUDENT CONTENT AREAS TO BE ADDRESSED:

Communication Arts Reading:  Standard 2, Benchmark 1, 2
GRADE LEVEL:

K-4

MATERIALS:

Copy of crow animal names

LESSON DESCRIPTION:

Students will learn how to pronounce Crow animal names.

Students will learn how to pronounce Crow color names.

BACKGROUND KNOWLEDGE:

Students will have previous knowledge of the Crow tribe.  

OBJECTIVES:

Students will recognize Crow animal/color names.
Students will label and read Crow animal/color names.

CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES:

Cut apart two copies of the Crow animal name page.

Turn them over and play a memory game with 2 or more people.

Teacher can also hold up the picture to show the students and they can see if they can pronounce the Crow name for the animal.  
Teacher will cut apart the picture from the name to see if the older students can match them together.

ASSESSMENT:

Students will be assessed on their pronunciation of the Crow animal name.  This will be hard, but as teachers we only ask them to try their best.  They will also be assessed by having the teacher walk around the room to see how they are doing with their memory game.
