GOOGLE EARTH TOUR OF THE CROW RESERVATION
This lesson will take up to 1 week.

SUBJECT:
Social Studies, Media Literacy

STUDENT CONTENT AREAS TO BE ADDRESSED:
Communication Arts Media Literacy:  Standard 4, Benchmark 4;
Social Studies:  Standard 3, Benchmark 2

GRADE LEVEL:
5th-8th
LESSON DESCRIPTION:

Students will construct a Google Earth tour of the famous landmarks located on the Crow Reservation.

MATERIALS:

Internet access

Reference materials

Smart Board
BACKGROUND KNOWLEDGE:
Students will have previous knowledge of the Crow Reservation.  Discuss with students some of the famous battles and famous chiefs that come from the Crow tribe.  (i.e.  Chief Plenty Coups, Little Bighorn Battlefield, etc.)

OBJECTIVES:

Students will create a Google tour of the famous landmarks located on the Crow reservation.   Students will show and explain their Google tour.
CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES:

Show the students any previous Google tours that might have been made.   Students will do research on the famous landmarks that are located on the Crow Reservation.  Find and read any books about battles, and chiefs on the Crow Reservation.
Steps to a Google Earth Tour:

1) Make a folder for your tour
In My Place right click

Add – folder

Name folder

Give it a description if you want

Click ok

2) Fly to your first location

At the top left type in the place you want to fly to and click enter

3) Add a place mark

Go to the top and click on the yellow thumbtack

Move your yellow box on the earth to the correct spot to add

Type in a name and description for this place

Click ok

4) Continue # 3 for all places you want to add

5) Check to make sure all your place marks are in your folder.  If not, drag them there.

6) To add a picture to a place

Find a picture and copy its “address”

Paste the address into the description of your place

Use the following <img src=”picture address”>

7) To add voice to your tour

Click the 4th icon to the right of the yellow thumbtack

On the bottom of your screen click the microphone

Now talk, and then push the red button
ASSESSMENT:

The student’s final assessment will be their presentation of the Google tour.  The tour can be displayed on Smart Board if possible.
