NATIVE AMERICAN MUSIC
This lesson will take approximately 3-4 class periods depending on the drying time of the projects.

SUBJECT:

Social Studies, Art, Music

STUDENT CONTENT AREAS TO BE ADDRESSED:

Communication Arts Speaking and Listening:  Standard 1,  Benchmark 7; Art:  Standard 2, Benchmark 5 ( Music)
GRADE LEVEL:

K-8

LESSON DESCRIPTION:

Students will listen to different types of music from different cultures.  
MATERIALS:

Gallon jugs

Coffee can

Oatmeal containers

Toilet/paper towel tubes

Newspapers

String

Cotton material

Beans

OBJECTIVES:

Students will compare different types of music.
Students will create and design various types of drums.

Students will create and design various types of rattles.

CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES:

Students will listen to CD:  “Learn to Hear PowWow Songs”.

Discuss the different types of instruments that were heard on the CD.  How are they different/same as  “traditional” music, or the type of music that they may listen to?  Make a Venn diagram to show the differences/similarities between the two.

To make a rattle:

#1 Slightly blow up a balloon, and put a few beans inside the balloon and tie the balloon shut.  Papier-mache over the balloon and tube completely.  This may take a few coats.  Be sure to let dry between coats.   Paint and draw designs on the outside of the rattle.

#2  Using a toilet paper tube, cover the outside with construction paper.  Cover one end of the tube, put beans into the tube and cover the other end, making sure the beans don’t come out.  Paint or draw designs on the outside.  

To make a drum:

You may use old coffee cans, oatmeal containers, or milk jugs.

Using 3 milk jugs, cut away the top of 1 jug and the bottom of the other 2 jugs.  Punch holes that are 1 inch apart into the bottom pieces.  Use yarn to lace through the holes and attach the 2 sections that will be the top and bottom of the drum.  Decorate the drum with permanent markers.
Using the oatmeal containers or coffee cans:

Cover the outside of coffee can with construction paper.  Paint the outside of the oatmeal container.  Cover the lid of the containers with a thin piece of felt or fabric.  Paint or draw designs on the outside of the drums.

ASSESSMENT:

Students will be assessed by working together to create a short “musical” piece that they have made using their drums and rattles.
